4 The impact of Al on businesses is resulting in a shift in the type of skills
needed to drive economic transformation. In the past four years, the use of Al
across businesses has grown by 270 per cent. However, regardless of the 20
widespread anxiety about automation and machines displacing workers, Al is
far from causing large-scale unemployment. It helps to simplify boring tasks
and make workers more efficient.

7 Al is increasingly influencing our lives in many different ways, for example
health, fashion and beauty. The TikTok?® bold glamour filter is a video beauty
filter that makes the user look more attractive. This filter is blurring the
boundaries between what is real and what is not through the use of Al
technology. Unlike past social media filters, bold glamour does not malfunction 45
when the face moves in a video. It uses a database of other faces to create a
new airbrushed-looking face. The filter has received over 400 million views
since its initial release.

8 While Al is a powerful tool that can help us work faster and more efficiently, it
is important to remember that it cannot replace human touch and creativity. 50
It is also worth noting that Al cannot be used to cheat the system and should
not be used to cut corners. Instead, it should be used to improve existing
systems, to make them more efficient and effective. Despite its limitations,
Al is here to stay and it can help us keep up with the changes in technology.
By embracing its potential and using it wisely, humans can reap the benefits 55
and work in ways they never previously thought possible.
